Pg. 46 m. 43 & following	Remove notes from the runs (take a breath), as needed; others will take breaths at other points, so the overall effect will be a smooth runs from the bass section; this will help make it easier to sing these runs. MARK these in your score, so you get used to taking breaths (and not singing some notes)
Pg. 48, “Allegro” through pg. 53, m. 110 1/2”  Semi-chorus. Chorus re-enters on “et”
