Music Notes 
Domine Jesu (Mozart Requiem cut)
· Warm vocal tone, with clarity and pure vowels.
· “Immediate musical involvement”
· NOT allegro—cross it off! Ted sets the tempo.
· Dynamics as written. Bring out the contrasts.
· Bar 11-13, lyric is about being in a deep pit.
· Bar 25 put a little “ah” in the “ne.”
· “obscurum” has a long o.
· Bar 29 should sound cascade. Less on the last syllable (“-dant”).
Geographical Fugue
· Listen to a recording. Write in the beats. 
· Talk in a soprano register, but not like Minnie Mouse or Barbie.
· Nagasaki=Kawasaki
O Magnum Mysterium
· “Aww Mah-nyoom”
· Cross out “warmly” on the top of the chart—that’s not the right mood for the period. Sing it mysteriumly! 
· A little vib is fine. But affect should be cool and flutey. Using more air helps this happen.
· Pure vowels; no dipthongs!
· Roll r’s that are adjacent to consonants. Flip r’s that are between two vowels.
· Bar 12 no breath
· Bar 13 watch the G naturals
· Bar 15 float
Sicut Locutus
· We will use German latin. This will matter more in the women’s piece. In this one the only changes are the “ae” in saeculum is pronounced “eh”, and the “e” in semini is bright—almost an “ay” but not quite. And still no dipthong.
· In general this is brighter and more forward than O Magnum.
· In the octave drops (eg, S2 Bar 18, S1 Bar 26) cut the upper note (eg “ham”) a tad short so lower note gets its full due.
· Bar 45, S1 watch the C natural
Berkeley Square
· Bar 32, second note is a short quarter. Barely touch it.
· YouTube the Voces8 recording.
