Music Notes 
Domine Jesu (Mozart Requiem cut)
· Promisisti= pro-mi-see-stee.
· Note the p dynamic on bottom of P 52; this continues onto P 53.
· Bar 61, we are introducing new material—sing with authority.
Geographical Fugue
· Write in the beats! It’s hugely helpful. May be conducted with subdivided quarters (i.e., 1 & 2 & 3 & 4), so I suggest writing them in this way. (It may end up too fast and be conducted in a straight 4.)
· Sections should try to speak with a consistent pitch within the section. Our “note” is the F above middle C. It’s hard to think F without singing though. Practice and do your best to speak, but placed where you’d sing the F.
O Magnum Mysterium
· Remember to breathe in with your mouth and brain in the shape and vowel of what you’re about to sing. This is universal advice, but is particularly vital for our opening “O” as it’s exposed and has to be beautiful.
· Keep all the vowels in line with the initial beautiful O and ah, especially the vowels in “mysterium”, which tend to spread, not unlike our tuchuses.
· P 9+ (Letter B) okay to breathe at the commas between each Alleluia, until further notice.
Sicut Locutus
· We will use German latin. This will matter more in the women’s piece. In this one the only changes are the “ae” in saeculum is pronounced “eh”, and the “e” in semini is bright—almost an “ay” but not quite. And still no dipthong.
· To brighten sound, put more chest in the head/chest mix.
· Sound like sopranos! Listen to what’s going on around you to create a one-voice sound. Have fun with this fugue and learn to love it!
Suscepit Israel
· This is women only. Please woodshed it on your own this week! Recordings abound.
· In the German Latin, suscipet=soo-stay-peet. 
Berkeley Square
· Bar 38, No breath before “it was such.”
· Nightingale, second i is a short i.
