Music Notes 
Geographical Fugue
· Listen to a recording. Write in the beats. 
O Magnum Mysterium
· Magnum is pronounced Mah-nyum
· Cross out “warmly” on the top of the chart—that’s not the right mood for the period. Sing it mysteriumly!
· Pure vowels; no dipthongs!
· Roll r’s that are adjacent to consonants. Flip r’s that are between two vowels.
· Bar 43, little lift before the second C. Also whenever there’s a similar figure.
· Float when you go high.
· No need to sing straight tone, but don’t go nuts with your vibrato.
· Bar 44, breath before “cujus”
· P 9, stay gentle
Sicut Locutus
· Still pure latin vowels, but brighter than in Magnum.
· Breathe between est and ad (S2 Bar 15, S1 Bar 23)
· Breathe at commas.
Ave Verum Corpus
· Sing this one with warmth.
Berkeley Squarre
· We may be doing this instead of Rainbow.
· First couple pages are missing on purpose; if we sing this we won’t be doing the opening verse.
· Listen to/watch the  Voces8 recording.
· Observe the rests, but don’t be slavish to them. Again, watch recording.
